Agreeing to our 
behavior code of conduct is required for registration and admission to Camp Concord.

1)	 I will arrive and remain at camp with a positive attitude, open to meeting new people and trying 
new activities.

2)	 I will work with my counselors and fellow campers to create a safe and welcoming environment for 
all of us.

3)	 I understand that intentionally harming or bullying another camper, physically or emotionally, is 
grounds for dismissal from camp.

4)	 The use or possession of any illegal or controlled substances or drug paraphernalia, including 
but not exclusive to tobacco, alcoholic beverages, illegal marijuana, vaping products, or any other 
substance to be used as a mind-altering drug for recreational use, is prohibited at Camp Concord. 
If found, I will be placed in the care of a counselor, with my parent/guardian picking me up within 
5-hours of their notification.

5)	 I understand that while I may be able to resolve some conflicts on my own, the counselors are  
always available to listen and assist if needed. I know that my counselors and all the camp staff  
want to help, but they can only do so if I am willing to share any concerns with them.

6)	 I will participate in all camp activities and follow the directions of activity leaders and counselors.

7)	 I will use appropriate language and understand that excessive, deliberate, profane language will 
not be accepted.

8)	 I will leave my cell phone and other electronic devices in my suitcase. I understand that if there is an 
emergency, the camp staff will allow me to use the phone and pass on any urgent messages from home.  

9)	 I will respect other campers’ and staff’s property and personal space.

10)	 I will respect the camp facilities and national forest lands on which the Camp is located.

11)	 I will follow the “What’s found in Nature stays in Nature” rule by leaving rocks, sticks, pinecones, 
plants, and animals alone unless instructed otherwise by Camp Staff.
